Homework – begins today!

For homework, I will be sending home a math worksheet that goes with the math lesson that was taught earlier in the day.  I will send this home daily on the days we have a formal math lesson. On the reverse side of the math homework sheet, we have copied a language arts practice page for homework.  Help your child complete both sides and instruct him/her to turn it in at school the next day. I am also including practice pages for sight words, ABC’s, abc’s, and numbers. Review these items with your child all week, then, on Thursday, test your child and circle the sight words, letters and numbers he/she does not know, sign, and return this by Friday of each week. Names must be on all homework papers! 
I will instruct the children to put their homework in the purple basket on the counter near the classroom entrance.  I am sending home folders for transporting homework to and from school. Have your child practice find the completed homework in his/her folder in preparation for turning it in to the teacher. I will have the new homework sheet at their seats. So after the students turn in their completed homework, they will then go to their seats and put the new homework in their folder as well as any other papers (newsletters, corrected homework, etc.) that need to go home. Please help your child clear out their folders so the next day when it is time to turn in homework, there will no confusion as to which paper needs to be turned in. We need to get homework turned in as quickly and efficiently as possible.  I will be instructing the students to put new homework and other papers in the folders but please check your child’s backpack everyday since papers don’t always end up in the folder!
To recap: Math/Language arts homework is to be turned in the next school day. Practice pages (letters, sight words, and numbers) are to be turned in on Friday.

You should have received an order form last week.  If not, the office has extras. All children will be photographed, but if you want to buy pictures, the payment envelope needs to be turned in on picture day.
