Sequoia School Procedures & Playground Rules

To ensure the safety of all students, please observe the following:

Activities/Equipment
**All balls and equipment must be approved by a teacher.**


Not permitted at any time:

•   Tennis balls, hardballs, crazy balls, super balls, bats

•   Rough house games (such as Kung Fu, Karate, 

     wrestling, tackle football)

•   Kicking balls on the blacktop or over the ball wall

•   Lockouts (balls from home must be shared)

•   Playing by the fence and picking flowers or berries

Grass Area
•   No playing or running on the grass when it is wet.

•   The yard duty will determine whether the grass is too  

     wet for play.

 Bark Box
•   No running or playing tag in the bark box.

•   No throwing or digging bark.

•   No playing under the equipment.

•   No walking on the black border around the bark box.

•   Use the blue stepping stones for walking only.

•   Hands to yourself—no pushing or shoving.

Bars

•   Hang down by your hands from the bars and equipment.

•   No sitting on the bars.

•   Go across rings from the ladder to the bridge only.

•   No jumping off bars.

•   Intermediate side only:  no flips or hanging by the legs.

Slide

•   One student at a time

•   Go down the slide only.

•   Sit on bottoms, feet first.

•   Wait until the slide is clear before going down.

•   Slide all the way to the bottom (no climbing over the 

     side or walking up the slide!!).

•   Keep the area around the bottom of the slide clear.

Bridge

•   Walk across the bridge.

•   Keep moving on the bridge.

•   Use steps or ladders to climb onto equipment.

•   Use slide or steps to come off equipment.

•   No running on the bridge or jumping off. 
After School


•   Students walk with their classes out the gate.     


    4th R students walk around the parking lot to 4th R.





•   Use the cross walk to cross Rosemont Drive.    


     Never run between cars or buses.





•   Students should avoid congregating or loitering in 


     the pick-up area outside the fence.








Before School


•  Bus riders and students eating breakfast may 


    arrive at school at 8:30 a.m.  All other students  


    should arrive no earlier than 8:45.





•   All students at school before 8:45 a.m. must   


    report to the cafeteria unless he or she has a pass  


    from a teacher.  





•   Students arriving at 8:45 or later must go directly 


     to the playground and remain there.  Students 


     should not play in the halls, on the ramps, or in  


     the bike rack area.





•   Students should freeze when the bell rings; after 


     the yard duty blows the whistle, they should walk   


     to line.








General Playground Rules


The following are not permitted at any time:





•   Playing in or running in the halls, bathrooms, or between rooms      





•   Running on the blacktop except when participating in organized   


     games and activities





•   Running on ramps





•   Playing in line





•   Pushing, shoving, lifting, carrying, swinging, or hitting students





•   Throwing the balls at anyone





•   Playing ball under the roof by the bathroom





•   Throwing balls against the school building walls





•   Gum; food on the playground





•   Toys or electronics (cell phones may not be used on campus; any   


     cell phone used improperly at school will be confiscated and    


     returned only to a parent)





•   Climbing or hanging on goal posts





•    Playing beyond the second goal post on the field
